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Tiivistelm&

Opinnaytetyon tavoitteena oli suunnitella ja valmistaa juhlasta arkikayttdon muunneltavat hdékorut. Korut suunniteltiin asiakaslahtdisesti tulevalle
morsiamelle, Eija Grohnille. Tydn alussa oli taustatiedonhankinta, jolloin perehdyttiin hd&pukuihin, huntuihin, tiaroihin, hiuskoruihin seka haakoruihin.
Taustatiedonhankinta tapahtui haastattelemalla morsius- ja juhlapukujen erikoisliikkeen yrittdjaa ja kultalikkeen myyjaa, havainnoimalla haakuvia ja
kerddmalla tietoa haafoorumista. TAman jalkeen oli kayttajatiedonhankinta, jolloin selvitettiin asiakkaan koru- ja muotokielimieltymykset puzzle
interview-menetelmédé soveltaen. Kayttajatiedonhankintaan kuului myds arki- ja juhlakorujen eroavaisuuksiin perehtyminen haastattelemalla
kultalikkeen myyjaa seka muunneltaviin koruihin tutustuminen internetin avulla. Tiedonhankintojen pohjalta suunniteltiin asiakaslahtoisesti haékorut.
Suunnittelutyd eteni 100-20-3-1-prosessin mukaisesti, jonka eri vaiheissa asiakas teki valintoja esitettyjen vaihtoehtojen vélilla. Opinnaytetyon
tuloksena valmistettiin asiakkaan valitsemat Lehteni-nimiset h&dkorut, joihin kuuluu kaulakoru, korvakorut ja rannekoru.

Abstract

The aim of this thesis was to design and produce bridal jewellery that can be converted from celebration to everyday use. The jewellery was designed
customer-oriented to a bride-to-be, Eija Grohn. First, background information was gathered by getting to know about bridal dresses, veils, tiaras, hair
accessories and bridal jewellery. This was done by inteviewing the entrepreneur of a specialized shop of bridal and evening dresses and the
saleswoman of a jewellery shop, by observing wedding photos and by collecting information from a wedding themed forum. After that, designing
information was gathered by figuring out the customer's preferences of jewellery and shapes by adapting a method called puzzle interview. Designing
information covered also the differences between celebration jewellery and everyday jewellery; this information was gathered by interviewing the
saleswoman of the jewellery shop and getting familiar with convertible jewellery on the Internet. Based on all information gathered the bridal jewellery
was designed customer-orientedly. At various stages of a 100-30-2-1-process the customer chose between offered choices. As a result, the bridal
jewellery, chosen by the customer, was designed with the title Lehteni - My leaves. The pieces of jewellery consist of a necklace, earrings and a
bracelet.
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
